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Please note that these marking instructions have not been standardised based on candidate 
responses. You may therefore need to agree within your centre how to consistently mark an 
item if a candidate response is not covered by these marking instructions. 
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General marking principles for National 5 Music 
 
Always apply these general principles. Use them in conjunction with the detailed marking 
instructions, which identify the key features required in candidates’ responses. 
 
(a) Always use positive marking. This means candidates accumulate marks for the demonstration of 

relevant skills, knowledge and understanding; marks are not deducted for errors or omissions. 
  
(b) Use your professional judgement when candidates’ responses do not exactly match marking 

instructions but carry the same meaning, for example pluck or plucked = plucking.  
  
(c) Multiple-choice questions ask candidates to tick one or more boxes. Accept a cross or any other 

sign which makes the candidate’s intentions clear. 
  
(d) Where a candidate has provided more than one answer, for example, by ticking two boxes 

instead of one or adding an extra wrong answer, place a cross beside the wrong answer and do 
not award the mark assigned to the correct answer. 

  
(e) Accept inaccurate spelling where the candidate’s intention is clear.
